About Our Worship

Our Sunday worship is organized around the proclamation of the Word of God and the celebration of the Lord's
Supper. It has a familiar form each week, but the content changes for each service according to a calendar
shared with many other Christians. The liturgy is printed in this bulletin. If you're worshipping via Zoom, please
remain muted until you get to the part where you will be invited to unmute and participate in some parts of the
liturgy, as marked by this symbol. & = UNMUTE

Receiving Holy Communion

We invite you to share with us in the sacramental meal because Christ invites you! There is no specific age
requirement for Communion. There are two options: You may come forward to receive the bread from the
Pastor and wine or grape juice from the Assisting Minister. The glasses will be pre-poured, with the grape juice
in the inner circle and wine in the outer circle. Each person will take their own glass from the tray. Empty glasses
can be deposited in trays on the front pews. This will be a continuous communion, standing to receive the
elements. The other option is we have individually packaged communion with either wine or grape juice that
you can pick up at the entrance of the sanctuary. The pastor will say “The body of Christ given for you and the
blood of Christ shed for you” following the singing of the Communion Song. Please deposit the cups and
wrappers in the trash receptacles as you leave the sanctuary.

This week’s commemorations....

Elizabeth of Hungary, renewer of society, died 1231

Sunday, November 17, 2024

Born in Hungary, Elizabeth was betrothed to the son of the Landgrave of Thuringia, and at age four was taken
to be raised with him at the Wartburg Castle. Ten years later they were married. She was very generous to the
poor, and after her husband's death she lived in cruel hardship until her own death at age twenty-four.

Clement, Bishop of Rome, died around 100

Saturday, November 23, 2024

Clement was the third bishop of Rome. He is best remembered for a letter he wrote to the congregation in
Corinth, still struggling with the same problems that led to Paul's letters to them. As did Paul, he focused on
the need for love among Christians.

Miguel Agustin Pro, martyr, died 1927

Saturday, November 23, 2024

Pro grew up in a time when the Mexican revolutionaries accused the church of siding with the wealthy. He
became a Jesuit priest, and worked on behalf of the poor and homeless. Falsely accused of throwing a bomb

at a government official, he was executed, but not before crying out "Long live Christ the King!".
